(See 1 
Corinthians 3:10-15 and 5:1-5; 2 Corinthians 5:9-10) How does this 
future meeting with Jesus change the way you live today? 

 
3. What does it mean to “remain” in Jesus? (See John 15:4-5, 9-10) 

How is Jesus’ relationship with the Father helpful to understanding 
the concept of “remain in my love?” (See John 4:34 and 5:19-20) 
What is the connection between commands, obey, and love? 

 
4. What is the goal of the Christian life? (See John 15:5, 8, 16) What
