5. Alysia mentioned that getting to know God by reading the Bible and praying are two
important ways to allow the Holy Spirit to guide us. How has this been modeled for you? Is
there anyone in your life who does this well?

6. The fruits of the Spirit are love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-control. Do these words describe what you experience day to day?
What is one step you can take to allow the Holy Spirit to produce one of these more
consistently in your life?
